Please be advised that if the dish is round the maximum is 24” in
diameter, if oval the maximum is 36” in diameter and cannot be more
than 50” high (from the ground) and must be 12” from the building. If

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During the winter months, residents must move their vehicles as necessary for snow removal by
the Maintenance Department.

BACON BREADSTICK FOCACCIA

1 can (11 oz) Pillsbury® refrigerated breadsticks (12 breadsticks)
10 slices packaged precooked bacon (from 2.1 oz package)

1 egg, beaten

1 slice packaged precooked bacon, finely chopped

1/2 tsp. chopped fresh parsley, if desired

Heat oven to 375°F. Unroll dough; separate into 12 strips. Starting at center
of ungreased cookie sheet, coil bacon slices with dough strips into a loose
spiral; pinching ends together securely as strips are added.

Drizzle or brush egg over dough, using all of egg to fill crevices. Sprinkle with
chopped bacon and parsley.

Bake 20 to 25 minutes or until edges are deep golden brown. Cut into wedges;
serve warm.

1 package (16 oz) frozen corn

1 package (10 oz) frozen chopped spinach, thawed and squeezed dry
3/4 cup sour cream

3/4 tsp. salt

1/2 tsp. hot pepper sauce

In a 1-1/2 qt. microwave-safe dish, combine all ingredients. Microwave, un-
covered, on high for 5 minutes. Stir; cook 2-3 minutes longer or until heated
through.

| MERRY CHRISTMAS SCONES |

2 cups all-purpose flour

3 tsp. baking powder

1/2 tsp. salt

2 Thsp. cold butter

1 cup eggnog

1 cup chopped pecans

1/2 cup red candied cherries, quartered
1/2 cup green candied cherries, quartered

In a large bowl, combine the flour, baking powder and salt; cut in butter until
mixture resembles coarse crumps. Stir in eggnog just until moistened. Stir in
pecans and candied cherries.

Turn onto a floured surface; knead 10 times. Transfer dough to a greased baking
sheet. Pat into a 9 inch circle. Cut into 12 wedges, but do not separate.

Bake at 425° for 12-14 minutes or until golden brown. Combine glaze ingredi-
ents; drizzle over scones. Serve warm.
