SCARY SKILLET SHEPERD’S PIE 

1 pkg. (16 oz.) frozen mixed vegetables               1 lb. ground beef                         

1 cup beef gravy                                                    1 cup milk                                              

1 cup water                                                            2 cups instant potato flakes                                              

1/4 cup grated parmesan cheese                                                                          

4 oz. (1/2 of 8-oz. pkg.) Philadelphia cream cheese, cubed , divided   

COOK vegetables as directed on package.  Meanwhile, brown meat in large 

skillet; drain.  Stir in gravy; simmer until heated through, stirring                 

occasionally. 

MICROWAVE cream cheese and 1/4 cup milk in medium microwaveable 

bowl on high 30 sec.;  beat with whisk until smooth.  Gradually whisk in   

remaining milk and water.  Microwave 2-1/2 min. or until hot, stirring after 

each minute.  Stir in potato flakes and parmesan until well blended.  Spoon 

into resealable plastic bag; cut 1 corner from bottom of bag. 

REMOVE 12 peas from mixed vegetables; stir remaining vegetables into 

meat mixture.  Squeeze potato mixture into 6 mounds on meat mixture to 

resemble ghosts.  Add 2 of the reserved peas to each for the eyes.  From kraftrecipes.com 

1 lb. ground beef 1 pkg. taco seasoning mix 12 taco shells              

3/4 cup chunky salsa 3/4 cup sour cream  1 can sliced black olives 

HEAT oven to 350°F. 

MIX meat and seasoning mix;  shape into 36 (1-inch) balls.  Place in 15x10x1-

inch pan. 

BAKE 15 to 20 minutes or until done. 

FILL each taco shell with 1 meatball; drizzle with salsa.  Top with 2 meatballs 

dipped in sour cream.  Garnish with olives to resemble eyeballs.

Raspberry jam 

In a large bowl, beat the butter until creamy.  Mix in the sugar, egg and         

vanilla, then mix in the flour, baking powder and salt.  Cover the dough with 

plastic wrap and refrigerate for 30 minutes. 

Preheat oven to 325°.  Using your hands and working quickly, roll a heaping 

tablespoon of dough into a finger shape.  Place the fingers about 3 inches 

apart on an ungreased cookie sheet.  Stick a sliced almond on 1 end of each for 

the fingernails.  Use a table knife to make three crosswise knuckle marks in 

the middle of each cookie.  Bake until lightly golden, 20 to 25 minutes.     

Transfer to a rack to cool. (If dough  gets too sticky, return to refrigerator to 

cool) 

Meanwhile, in a small sauce pan, cook the jam over low heat until it reaches a 

saucy consistency.  Once liquefied, remove from the heat and pour into a small 

bowl;  dip the “severed” end of each cookie into the sauce.
