RE: 2011/2012 Operating Budget & Carrying Charges

Dear Member:

The Board of Directors has approved the 2011/2012 Operating Budget as prepared by
Management for Hanover Grove Cooperative. The Budget was submitted for approval to
HUD.

This year’s increase was based primarily on a slight increase in taxes, insurance and utilities
mainly, water which equates to approximately 1.2%. Effective November 1, 2011, your new
carrying charge amount will be as follows:

BASIC RATE MARKET RATE
ONE BEDROOM $476.00 $535.00
TWO BEDROOM $525.00 $590.00
THREE BEDROOM $600.00 $675.00

All members who are on the Section 8 Subsidy Program will continue to pay their current
carrying charge amount until their next annual recertification, unless you have a change in
income prior to that date.

The graph above details the budgeted annual expenses for each category listed. These groupings
are composed of many separate line item expenses from the budget.

Below are the rounded dollar amounts for each category reflected in the graph:

TAXES, INSURANCE & DEBT SERVICES $1,582,049 (40%)

(Debt services include the Mortgage principal, interest, taxes, insurance and Reserves).

UTILITIES & OPERATING EXPENSE $680,30 (17%)

(This is the cost of heating fuel, outdoor lighting, the community building lighting, water, sewer &
exterminating & rubbish removal).

MAINTENANCE $1,121,141 (28%)

(This covers the following: Parking, maintenance, landscaping, snow removal, unit rehab,
structural repair, basement repair, maintenance payroll & side walk repairs etc.).

ADMINISTRATION $537,220 (14%)

(Included here is the cost of maintaining offices, postage, printing, office payroll, legal fees, audit
fees, management fees, resale expenses, and others).

COMMUNITY FACILITY & OTHER EXPENDITURE $40,085 (1%)

(This reflects the amounts required to maintain the community facility equipment).

2 tsp. Dijon or yellow mustard

2 tsp. mayonnaise or salad dressing

2 frozen buttermilk or southern style biscuits (from 25 oz. bag)
1/2 tsp. butter or margarine

2 eggs

1/4 cup diced ham

1 Thsp. sliced green onion

2 Thsp. shredded Swiss cheese

2 Thsp. shredded Cheddar cheese

Heat oven to 400°F. Spray cookie sheet with cooking spray. In small bowl,
stir mustard and mayonnaise until smooth; set aside. Microwave biscuits
on 50% 30 to 45 seconds, turning over 1/2 way through. Press and stretch
each biscuit into 5-inch rounds. Bake biscuits 6 to 8 minutes or until golden
brown.

Melt butter over medium heat; pour eggs into skillet; beat; sprinkle with
ham. As mixture begins to set at bottom and side, gently lift cooked portions
with spatula so that thin, uncooked portions can flow to bottom. Cook 3 to 4
minutes or until eggs are thickened throughout but still moist.

Spread mustard on biscuit, top with egg mixture, sprinkle with onion and
cheese. Bake 3 to 4 minutes or until hot & cheese is melted

TOMATOE-BASIL PIZZA ||

1 ready-to-use baked pizza crust (12 in.)

1/2 cup PHILADELPHIA Italian Cheese and Herb Cooking Créme
1 tomato thinly sliced

8 fresh basil leaves, torn

1/2 cup KRAFT Shredded Mozzarella Cheese

HEAT oven to 425°F
SPREAD pizza crust with cooking créme, top with remaining ingredients.
PLACE crust directly on middle oven rack.

Mix berries & glaze; spoon over yogurt topped pie
crust . Cover & refrigerate any remaining pie.
